· If you played more than one, pick the more prominent character

· If your character was incredibly minor, chat with me

· Find 

· similarities and differences between your character and the real person

· your character’s role/fate in the Salem Witch Trials

· interesting background facts about your character/real person

· your character’s/real person’s dream in 1692 Salem

· Use the English III template

· Include your word count as a 6th line in your heading

· Include an interesting title incorporating your character’s name

· Type a five-paragraph essay

· Introduction, 3 body paragraphs, conclusion
· Use the 5-sentence introduction formula and the flipped conclusion formula
· at least 300 words – all information must be summarized into your own words.

· Use signal phrases/citations with each mention of source information 

· It is much better to over-source than not source enough

· Signal phrase
· Helen Stuart indicated in her essay that her ancestor George Jacobs was accused after girls claimed he went from one side of a creek to another while staying completely dry.

· Citation

· George Jacobs’s accusers claimed he traveled from one side of a creek to the other whilst staying completely dry (Stuart).

· The information in parentheses must match the first part of that source’s easybib entry

· Never stop editing!!!

· Sources
· Use at least one source

· DO NOT USE Wikipedia
