Eight-Page Biography

You will be constructing a book to illustrate the life of your created character.  This book will be eight pages long and ALL original.  You will be coloring, drawing, gluing, writing, and creating a book to tell about your character’s life.  This should include the same information as your written biography, but this will be easier for you to share with the class.  Each page has its own requirements:

1 topic’s name, photograph, your name (as the author)
2 tell about your topic’s birth, childhood, parents, and siblings
3 tell about high school and adolescence
4 college and young adulthood, before marriage or kids
5 tell about your topic’s marriage and children  - if your topic is not married or does not have kids, this would be a good place to put a photograph (see below)
6 tell about  your topic’s occupation(s)
7 your topic’s influence on the world or people around him/her – good and/or bad
8 a photograph of your topic, and the due date of the book (like a copyright)

*If these page requirements do not necessarily pertain to your topic, include other fun facts on the pages.
**The only two required pictures will be on page one and page eight of your book.  Throughout the rest of your book, you may include UP TO two more photos.  In total you will have no more than four photos in the entire book.  The photos can come from anywhere – your own collection or the Internet.
***The majority of this book will be creative – NOT typed and glued on paper.  
****You will be graded on content, creativity, overall look, and presentation of the book.
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
